1. Q:  How can I enroll my child? 

A:  Student applications are available at the Cornerstone Academy table in the Church Lobby after each service.  Enrollment applications can also be picked up at the Turning the Hearts Center.
2. Q:  When does the school start? 
A:   Friday, September 11th, 2009 will be our open house dinner for students and parents. 

Monday, September 14th, 2009 will be the first day of school.  Our Preschool will open between October – December 2009.
3. Q:  What are the registration fees? 

A:  Registration will be $150.00 per child.  This includes, but is not limited to: books, testing fees and supplies.
4. Q:  How much is the tuition? 

A:  Tuition will be $350.00, per month, for the first child and $300.00, per month, for any additional siblings.

5. Q:  Will you offer payment options? 

A:  Yes.  You may pay monthly, semi-annually, or annually.

6. Q:  Will you offer financial aid? 

A:  As a start up, private, Christian academy, we are not able to provide financial aid at this time. 

7. Q:  Will you offer before and after school care? 

A:  Yes.  You may drop off your children as early as 6:30am and pick them up as late as 6:30pm.  There will be an extra day care charge for this program of $8.00 per day, $40.00 per week or $160.00 per month.
8. Q:  What will be the daily schedule? 

A:  6:30am-8:15am (morning care), 8:30am-3:00pm (school hours), 3:15pm-6:30pm (after school care)
9. Q:  How many children will be accepted in each grade level? 

A:  Minimum of 15 children per classroom and a maximum of 18 children per classroom.  There will be a total of 45-54 students for kinder and 1st grades.
10. Q:  What grade levels are available? 

A:  We will only be accepting enrollment for kindergarten and first grade students.  
11. Q:  Are there job opportunities? 

A:  No, however you can still submit a cover letter and resume for our review.  As our enrollment numbers grow so will employment opportunities.
12. Q:  What credentials do I need to become a teacher? 

A:  California Teaching Credential (preferred).  However, having such credentials are not mandatory.  Teaching experience in  a Christian setting and environment desired. 

13. Q:  What are the hours for the kinder class? 

A:  Full time hours, 8:30am- 3:00pm.  

14. Q:  Is there a waiting list? 

A:  Not at this time.  When a waiting list is required there will be a $50.00 fee to secure your enrollment.
15. Q:  Can we meet with the teachers before I enroll my child/children? 

A:  Yes.  We will have an open house dinner for the students, parents and teachers before the school year begins in September.

16. Q:  Will lunch be provided?

A:  We will provide mid-morning and afternoon snacks.  Students are required to bring lunches from home.  If a student does not have a lunch, one will be provided for a charge of $4.00 to the child’s family account.
